Program Year 2 Action Plan Executive Summary:  
 
The City of Jacksonville is an Entitlement City according to the U.S. D epartment of 
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) criteria.  Accordingly, the City receives 
annual allocations of funding for Housing and Community Development activities 
under the Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG).  As an entitlement 
city, a nd as a prerequisite to funding, Jacksonville must conduct a comprehensive 
assessment of its housing and community development needs.   
 
This is the City of Jacksonvilleôs second year Action Plan of a Five Year Strategic Plan 
covering the years 2009 -2014 t hat identifies activities the City will undertake in 
Fiscal Year 2010 -2011.  These activities are designed to address priority needs in the 
community.  The Plan describes the resources available, the programs and projects 
to be funded and the proposed acco mplishments for fiscal year 2010 -2011.  

 
It is estimated that a total of $ 716,778 will be available for programming to carry out 
the activities included in this second year.    In addition, $ 631,420 in prior year 
funding is also available for a total of $ 1,348,238.   In addition, two revolving loan 
funds are also available, the CREATE project fund and the Affordable Housing 
Construction fund.  These funds are expected to be leveraged with other private and 
public resources.  Substantial Amendment:  Of the fun ding available from FY 08 -
09 (CD0801), $55,000 in unexpended funds allocated for Economic Development will 
be reallocated to Neighborhood Facilities.   
 
The proposed activities include administration, project delivery, clearance and 
demolition, economic de velopment, non -profit funding, residential rehabilitation, rental 
rehabilitation, neighborhood facilities, and affordable housing.  These activities are 
designed to address the priorities that were identified in the Needs Assessment Survey 
completed in 200 9.    However, with very limited CDBG resources, relative to total 
need, it is unfortunate that ALL of the needs cannot be addressed within any single 
yearôs budget.

Program Year 2 Action Plan General Questions response:  
 
The City of Jacksonville serves as the County Seat, this once quiet farming 
community has grown into the business, retail, medical, banking, and cultural center 
for Onslow County. The City is home to the Marine Corps base, Camp Lejeune, and 
the Marine Corps Air Station at New River. Jacksonville is situated approximately 120 
miles east of Raleigh, an d 50 miles north of Wilmington, NC.  It is estimated that 
some 74,614 people make the city their home.  According to the 2000 Census, 
between 1980 and 1990 Jacksonvilleôs population grew by 122.3 percent.  The 
geographic area includes the City of Jacksonvi lle and all census tracts within the city 
limits.  Assistance is provided on a city -wide basis.   
 
However, in order to more effectively impact the community, the Community 
Development will give priority consideration to projects that are carried out in 
ta rgeted areas as follows:  

 
The City of Jacksonville Police Department (JPD) is the recipient of a Federal Weed 
and Seed grant.  This program is targeted to the New River -Davis Street Corridor.  
The area consists of approximately 6.711 square miles and has a  population of 
16,891.  The Weed and Seed area is designated as follows:  

a.  West Boundary:  Henderson Drive;  
b.  East Boundary:  Western Blvd., Gum Branch Road; Richlands Hwy.;  

c.  South Boundary:  Lejeune Blvd; and  
d.  North Boundary:  Marine Blvd.; Country Club Road.  

 
Census tracts included in the weed and seed target area are: 14, 15, 17, 18, 19, 20 
and 22.  

 
In collaboration with the Weed and Seed initiative, the Community Development  
Division  will focus on the below listed census tracts giving priority funding to area s 
with the highest concentration of low and moderate income households as follows:
